If your student
has already completed a form at some point while at NKU, your student will not need to submit
the form again.

September 7 — No classes/University closed

September 8 — Last day to drop a class without a grade appearing on the transcript, last day to
drop a class with 50% tuition adjustment

September 17 — Second tuition payment due (if not already paid in full)
