Refused to Surrender When
Found Under House;
Charged With Murder.

Mayfield, Ky., June 19. (#)—Sam
Moss, crippled negro chef, sought
since Sunday in connection with the
fatal shooting of a policeman, was
shot to death early today when he
refused to surrender to six officers,
who found him hidden under a
house,

Coroner Brown McClain announc-
ed the shooting.

He said he received a message last
night that Moss, about 55, was at

the home of Joe Parrott, negro,
McClain said he got five state and
city officers and went to the place.
They saw Moss under the house.
“Come on out or we'll have to kill
you,” McClain said Moss was Loid.
Moss refused, the coroner added,
and a fusilade of shots was fired.
Moss was dead from seven bullet

“wounds when found.

Patrolman Martley Gillum, 65, was
killed and two other officers were
wounded Sunday, the coroner said,
when they went to Moss' home to

Moss was
reported to have fired upon the
posse wtih a shotgun.

Shortly after the shooting,
Moss’ home was burned and Coun-
ty Judge W. H. Crowder said “the
supposition is that members of the
posse with a shotgun.

Judge Crowder stated that Of-
ficer Bill Petersg related that when
the police emerged “after finding a
quantity of whisky in Moss'
house,” the Negro, who Had not
been at home, “opered fire with
buckshot.”
