Text messaging requires visual, manual, and cognitive attention from the driver
and therefore, makes it the most dangerous. The sending or reading of a text
message takes the driver’s eyes off the road for an average of 4 to 6 seconds. If
the driver is traveling at 55 miles per hour, this is the equivalent of driving an

entire football field blind. (Blueprint for Ending Distracted Driving, n.d.)

College students are comfortable with technology and have a misplaced
confidence in their ability to drive, use cell phones, and other multi-tasks.
Education and awareness is the key. Parents should model safe practices and
eliminate distractions while driving. Driving responsibly should be the family
norm. Accidents and fatalities from distracted driving are preventable. Everyone

needs to make the right choice.
